Principal’'s Report

Work Around the School Lots of great things are happening
around HCPS at the moment. Our new Community Noticeboard, which
can be found in the Gazebo, is in place and in use. The senior class-
room block has been painted outside, as has the new Can-
teen/Kitchen/Meeting Room (the old Resource Room). We are well
down the track setting this room up, with electrical work complete, new
vinyl on the floor and a new skylight installed and benches and a roller
door to be in place this week. A large shade sail has been erected over
the small playground, and our new sandpit is almost ready to be used.

Preparing for the Summer Following a meeting of the Build-
ings and grounds committee on Wednesday, we are hoping to hold a
Working Bee at the school on Sunday 25 October from 10 am to give
the school gardens a general clean - up and to remove any potential
fire hazards from areas close to the school. All and any support would
be great. We need general gardening gear including rakes and se-
cateurs, chainsaws, wheelbarrows and shovels and anything else you
feel might be useful. If you can give us an hour or two it would be
greatly appreciated. A BBQ lunch and refreshments will be supplied.

Money and Valuables at School From time to time we are
made aware that students have significant amounts of money with
them at school, or that they have brought along valuable or special
items to show their classmates. It is preferred that such items do not
come to school unless prearranged with a class teacher. In the case of
money or items such as mobile phones, these should. If they have to
be brought along, be left at the Office for safekeeping. Our school staff
are not responsible for money or valuables brought to school should
loss or damage occur if these items are not kept in a safe place.

Fire Season 2009 / 2010 The DEECD has forecast a number of
measures to be in place during the forthcoming fire season. Details of
these will be made available soon, and include the closure of schools
on appropriate days and inspecting and upgrading school fire refuges.
At some point in the near future | hope to organise a meeting with our
school community to identify risks to our school and to work through
actions to alleviate or remove these risks.

School Uniforms Students at HCPS should, wherever possible,
wear school uniforms (including hats) while at school or at excursions
and sporting activities. Although most do, some of our students, par-
ticularly in the senior school, wear clothing that is unsuitable for
participation in parts of our school program. Students should wear
shoes that enable participation in sports activities and games, shorts ,
dresses or skirts that are of an appropriate length, and tops that afford
suitable protection from the sun. Hats and other uniform items are
available by arrangement through the Parents and Friends group.
