School Council News  At Tuesday’s School Council meeting 

discussion took place about the progress of our building and 

other works. Tenders are being advertised for the toilet 

/administration upgrade this weekend and should be finalised 

prior to Christmas. It is hoped that work can start soon af-

ter the tender process is completed. School council members 

also discussed correspondence and information from DEECD 

about arrangements for schools in the case of Code Red fire 

danger days and school closures, and were informed that our 

fire refuge (now known as a “safer place”) is to be audited 

and inspected some time before the end of November to de-

termine what needs to be completed in terms of an upgrade.  

 

CFA Information Session  -  There will be a CFA Com-

munity Information Session at Hoddles Creek Primary 

School on Monday 30 November at 7:30pm. At this session 

we will be given information about the bushfire risk in this 

area, developing a Bushfire survival Plan, personal survival, 

preparing your house, what “leave early” mean, defending 

your home and information and warnings during  a bushfire.

Zone and Region Athletics  

 

On the 7th of October Bronwyn, Chelsea, Georgie and I went to  Zone athletics at 

Morrison reserve in Mount Evelyn. I was in the 100m, 200m and Triple Jump. I 

came 3rd in the first heat of the 100m, made it into the finals and came 3rd in the 

final, so I got  a ribbon.
